1. Sense of Touch Book

Materials:
Cardstock, variety of fabric and paper (velvet, silk, mesh,
sandpaper, corrugated cardboard), yarn or ribbon

Instructions:

1. Cut cardstock into 4 x 4 inch (10 cm) squares.

2. Hole-punch one side of each cardstock square.

3. Lace three or four cardstock squares together with yarn or
ribbon to make a book. Decorate the cover.

4. Cut squares or circles from various types of fabric and paper,
slightly smaller in size than the cardstock pages.

5. Glue one sense-of-touch item to each page of the book.

2. Lacing Activity

Materials:
Cardstock, shoelace, crayons

Instructions:

1. Cut a shape from cardstock such as an apple or shamrock.
2. Hole-punch the perimeter of the shape.

3. Weave in and out of the holes with the laces.

4. Tie the ends together to form a hanger.

5. Color with crayons.

Stencil Station

Materials:
Cardstock, construction paper, craft paint

Instructions:

1. Cut a shape from cardstock such as a Valentine heart,
Christmas tree, or Halloween pumpkin.

2. Secure the shape to construction paper by rolling a piece of
tape onto itself and inserting the tape between the shape
cut-out and the paper.

3. Paint over the stencil (shape) and the paper completely.

4. Remove the stencil from the paper to reveal the design.

Crayon Rub-a-Dub

Materials:
White paper, cardstock shape cut-out, crayons

Instructions:

1. Tape a cardstock shape to the table top using rolled tape as
indicated in #3.

2. Cover the shape with a sheet of paper. Secure the paper by
taping the corners of the paper to the table.

3. Remove the paper wrap from the crayons. Small or broken
crayons work well for this activity.

4. Hold a crayon on its side and rub over the paper to reveal the
shape beneath.
